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COMPASS to Hold Open Houses on  

Regional Long-Range Transportation Plan 
 

Meridian, ID – The Community Planning Association of Southwest Idaho 
(COMPASS) will be holding three open houses to receive input into the 
update of the Treasure Valley’s regional long-range transportation plan, 
Communities in Motion. 
 
The current plan, adopted in 2006, plans out to the year 2030. The updated 
plan will be completed next summer and will look forward to 2035. 
 
The plan helps ensure our transportation system is ready for the future; it 
affects how and where transportation funds are spent, which will affect 
Treasure Valley citizens and communities for many years to come.  
 
At this stage in the planning process, COMPASS is seeking input from the 
public concerning their priorities for the future of the Treasure Valley’s 
transportation system.  
 
“There is not going to be enough money to fund all of the transportation 
projects in the current Communities in Motion plan,” explains Charles 
Trainor, COMPASS Director of Planning. “We are going to have to scale back. 
What we want to know is how people think we should spend the money we 
do have.” 
 
“We also want to hear from the public what they think about transportation 
funding,” continues Trainor. “Are people willing to pay more to fund a better 
transportation system? If so, how would they be willing to pay? Are they 
willing to tax themselves?” 
 
The three open houses are scheduled to discuss these and other issues 
related to the transportation plan:
