RE: Establish Priorities for Transportation Enhancement Projects 
 
Action Requested: 
Establish priority projects within each Transportation Enhancement category for each county. 
 
Background: 
The Regional Technical Advisory Committee designated  Prioritization Subcommittees for Ada 
and Canyon Counties to rank the Transportation Enhancement applications submitted to 
COMPASS for funding in FY2008. The Subcommittees used the criteria approved by the 
COMPASS Board for the ranking of the applications. 
 
The COMPASS Board prioritizes all applications for the Transportation Enhancement Program 
funds prior to submittal to the Idaho Transportation Board. A statewide evaluation committee 
evaluates and recommends funding to the Idaho Transportation Board, the ultimate authority in 
approval for funding of these applications. Projects ranked as COMPASS’ top priority will 
receive additional points when evaluated by the statewide evaluation committee. The COMPASS 
Board of Directors is authorized to submit priorities for each category of Transportation 
Enhancement projects for the Northern Ada County Transportation Management Area and the 
Nampa Urbanized Area. Project categories include pedestrian/bike, historic, and scenic. 
 
Status: 
The Canyon County and Ada County Prioritization Subcommittees met on February 14, 2005 
and February 16, 2005, respectively, and ranked their respective Transportation Enhancement 
applications submitted to COMPASS. The attached tables show a summary of these applications 
and the ranking of the Subcommittees.

RE:  Approve April 1, 2005, Population Estimates 
 
Action Requested: 
Approve April 1, 2005, population estimates. 
 
Background: 
Each year, COMPASS issues estimates for population for the cities and unincorporated areas of 
Canyon and Ada Counties. This information is used in the dues formula for COMPASS and is 
published on the COMPASS web site. 
 
Status: 
The attached estimates are based on reports published by COMPASS for 2000-2004 building 
permits. COMPASS collects permits for each of the following categories: 

• Single family units 
• Multi-family units 
• Mobile homes/manufactured housing 

 
Vacancy rates and household sizes from the 2000 Census for each community and housing type 
were used to estimate new population attributable to these units. The new population was added 
to the 2000 Census population to create an April 1, 2005, estimate. The assumption is that all 
permits issued through December 31, 2004 for the calendar year are completed and ready for 
occupancy by April 1, 2005. 
 
This estimate includes changes based on annexations, applying current city limits to 2000 Census 
block data through our geographic information system. This reduces the 2000 unincorporated 
population. The second table shows a breakout of population by highway district in Canyon 
County, including the city and unincorporated components of the population.  
 
The Board is requested to review and approve these estimates.

Action Requested: 
Endorse the Preferred Growth Scenario for use in Communities in Motion and Blueprint for 
Good Growth projects. A preferred growth scenario is needed to develop the transportation plan 
for Communities in Motion and to develop other analyses for Blueprint for Good Growth in Ada 
County. This endorsement is preliminary and will be subject to final approval in April 2005 after 
public comments are sought. 
 
Background: 
Beginning in Fall 2004, consultant teams for both projects worked with staff to begin 
development of growth scenarios. This process is more fully described in the attached summary. 
The November 16-17, 2004 public workshops provided the teams with information to create 
three scenarios, which were then refined and complemented by the addition of two more.  
 
Ultimately, there were six scenarios that survived: 
• Trend - consumes the most land and created the most future transportation issues 
• Workshop Average - retains core capacity, but has dispersed pattern at edges 
• Satellite Cities - results in most fully developed core areas 
• Concentrated Mixed-use Corridors - retains significant future development potential, 

consuming the least land 
• Blended - results in greater land consumption than Corridors at lower densities 
• Infill - results in more land consumption than Corridors, but less than other scenarios 
 
The joint technical advisory committees and the policy advisory committees for Communities in 
Motion and Blueprint for Good Growth met on March 1-2, 2005 to review results from the 
remaining six scenarios. The groups narrowed the choices to: 
• Concentrated Mixed-use Corridor Scenario  
• Blended Scenario.  
 
Nineteen Board members attended the March 2, 2005 meeting, held at COMPASS, and viewed a 
presentation by the consultants for both projects.  

ITEM IV-E
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These two scenarios offer benefits of reduced land consumption, reduced travel demand, and the 
opportunity to increase use of alternative transportation modes such as transit, walking, and 
biking. (A table on the last page of the attached summary shows some of the evaluation results.) 
 
Growth scenarios within the Partnering Counties of Gem, Boise, Elmore, and Payette were not as 
detailed as the process was within Ada and Canyon Counties. The numbers shown in the table on 
the last page of the attached summary depict the forecasts used for the Partnering Counties. 
During the November 2004 workshops, participants expressed their concern that the forecasts are 
lower than they would expect, especially given rapid development now occurring in Gem 
County. These numbers will be evaluated. 

Further evaluations have been performed on the scenarios, including many that were conducted 
by the Blueprint for Good Growth consultants within Ada County. These evaluations have been 
posted on the web site below: http://www.blueprintforgoodgrowth.com/pastevents.asp.  

The PowerPoint presentation related to the scenario development and evaluation presented to the 
various Blueprint for Good Growth and Communities in Motion groups on March 1-2, 2005 can 
also be found at the above web site. Note that the PowerPoint show is 18 megabytes. This could 
take up to one hour to download on a phone line connection. 

 
Status: 
The Board is requested to endorse the recommended scenarios. Consultants and staff will 
continue to refine these scenarios, leading to a single scenario ultimately that will be the basis for 
Communities in Motion and Blueprint for Good Growth to develop their respective plans. Public 
comment on the recommended scenarios will be sought from March 22 through April 8, 2005, 
with comments provided to the Board for the April 18, 2005 meeting. At that time, the Board 
will be requested to give final approval to the preferred option(s).

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The Growth Scenario Process 
March 08, 2005 

 
Why Do Growth Concepts or Development Scenarios 
The traditional approach to development of a plan has been to start with a single view of a future. 
Sometimes this view may be seen as most likely—or at least most preferred. But the single view 
of a future does not allow for comparison of outcomes. How does this future compare with 
another future in terms of land consumption, or promotion of transportation alternatives, or 
effects on school, sewer or other infrastructure and service costs? Using multiple growth 
concepts or scenarios allows us to compare the futures and see which may be a best fit given our 
preferences. As John Fregonese, one of the consultants on the Communities in Motion project, 
said,  “These scenarios are crash test dummies. Some will fail the tests, and others will move 
on.” And that’s the purpose of scenario building as part of Communities in Motion and Blueprint 
for Good Growth—to determine which of the scenarios seems worthy of passing on.   
 
Getting to Vision Growth Concepts (or Development Scenarios) 
The scenario planning process began with the analysis and identification of existing conditions 
and growth trends. The existing conditions were summarized in a series of base maps. These led 
to development of three initial scenarios: Trend, Suburban Expansion and Changing Tides. These 
were dubbed “bookend” scenarios. Growth allocations in the two of the three bookend scenarios 
dispersed projected population and employment throughout Ada and Canyon Counties based on 
current densities. The distinction between the Trend and Suburban Expansion scenarios was the 
distribution of residential development between Ada and Canyon Counties. The Trend Scenario 
continues earlier historical proportions of new housing being developed in each county. The 
Suburban Expansion scenario, on the other hand, reflects a recent surge in residential 
development in Canyon County. The third bookend scenario, Changing Tides, reflects a more 
compact growth pattern designed to support adopted transit goals by integrating land use and 
transportation through a more balanced distribution of housing and jobs throughout the region. It 
also shifted more employment to Canyon County along with the increased residential. 

At a series of four workshops held in November 2004, nearly 500 participants were given base 
maps showing existing development patterns and physical features along with a choice of three 
sets of “chips” or development icons that represented projected population and employment 
growth from the forecast. The chip sets differed in the intensity and character of development. 
The most intensive chipset reflected a higher proportion of multi-family development and 
consumed the least amount of land. The least intensive set reflected development patterns and 
intensities that resembled recent growth trends. Trading was also permitted to get the mix that 
participants desired. 

Participants in the workshops generated 40 maps that included many common themes and some 
clear distinctions. The consultant team distilled these maps into a series of three additional 
scenarios that represented the full range of proposals from 40 individual maps. The “workshop” 
scenarios were titled:  Workshop Average, Satellite Cities, and Corridors. 
 
These scenarios – six in all – were studied for their strengths and weaknesses in supporting the 
vision for the region. The ideas that work best will be used to develop the long-range 
transportation plan for the region.  
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Scenario Descriptions 
Trend 
The “Trend” growth scenario is based on the general growth patterns of the region over the last 
several decades. This scenario describes a future that continues the current, relatively low density 
pattern of development throughout the region. Of the primary six scenarios, the transportation 
modeling of this scenario generated the highest amount of Vehicle Miles of Travel (VMT). (Key 
findings are shown in a summary table at the end of this analysis.) 
Bookend 1 – Suburban Expansion 
This “bookend” scenario explores continuation of the recent trend of increasing amounts of 
housing locating in Canyon County while employment growth continues to remain focused in 
Ada County. The housing trend has been documented over the past decade through monitoring 
building permits.   
Bookend 2 – Changing Tides 
This “bookend” scenario explores the possibility of shifting both housing and employment into 
Canyon County to create a better regional jobs-to-housing balance, plus a more compact growth 
pattern to support transit policies. 
 
Based on the workshop results, the consultants derived three additional scenarios that reflected 
common themes of the participants’ allocations. Two of these new scenarios were constructed 
with the specific intent of exploring higher incremental densities, reduced land consumption and 
measuring the impacts of alternative schemes on the transportation system. 
Workshop Average Distribution Scenario 
The “Workshop Average” scenario distributes housing and employment based on the 
development patterns generated by all of the groups at the community workshops. With wide 
ranging results from the workshop, the average distribution reflects a “middle of the road” 
development pattern. It is compact in some locations while quite dispersed in others. One item to 
note is that development is not contained within Areas of Impact. This scenario generated the 
second highest amount of VMT. 
Corridor 
This scenario concentrates growth along high-capacity, multi-modal transportation corridors, 
primarily between the cities of Caldwell and Boise in the east to west direction, and the Star and 
Eagle area to Kuna in the north and south direction. More compact urban development patterns 
emerge, including small-lot single family homes, townhomes, duplexes, condominiums, and 
apartments. Suburban-style residential subdivisions still develop, but within the existing Areas of 
Impact. This scenario generated nearly 7% fewer VMT than the Trend.  
Satellite Cities 
The desire to more evenly disperse growth throughout the region and still preserve agricultural 
resources frames the growth of regional satellite cities. Current smaller towns grow into self-
sustaining communities, complete with housing and employment opportunities. The urban 
corridor between Caldwell and Boise develops with more compact patterns of development, but 
somewhat less intense than the Corridor scenario. Towns on the edge of the urban corridor – 
Middleton, Star, Eagle, and Kuna – become larger cities. One new “city” emerges to the 
southeast of Boise near Micron Technology. This scenario generated 6% fewer VMT than the 
Trend.  
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From Six to Four to Two Scenarios 
With preliminary transportation performance analyses conducted on these scenarios, the elected 
and staff groups overseeing Communities in Motion and Blueprint for Good Growth agreed to 
abandon the Suburban Expansion scenario because of its extremely poor performance. The 
similarities between Changing Tides and Corridors led to combining these two scenarios into a 
new, hybrid scenario.   
 
This resulted in four scenarios for further consideration:  
• Trend 
• Workshop Average 
• Concentrated Mixed Use Corridors (combination of Changing Tides and Corridors); and  
• Satellite Cities.   
 
These scenarios were reintroduced at the February 2005 workshops. 
 
Public Endorsement 
At the February 2005 public workshops, participants were asked to select one of these four 
scenarios and develop a preferred transportation system. The Concentrated Mixed-use Corridors 
and Satellite Cities scenarios were the two most often selected growth patterns. The 
Concentrated Mixed-use Corridors scenario was selected by 29% of the groups; Satellite Cities 
was selected by 59% of the groups. One common theme displayed on most maps was transit 
enhancements and local and regional connectivity.   
 
Additional Scenarios 
With public endorsement and with good overall evaluations, the Concentrated Mixed-use 
Corridors and Satellite Cities scenarios were carried forward for further analysis. After the 
February 2005 workshops, the consultant teams blended the best functioning portions of the 
scenarios with the basis of Satellite Cities into a new scenario called the “Blended” scenario.   
Blended Scenario 
The Blended Scenario is a combination of themes from the Corridors and Satellite Cities 
scenarios. It shifts a greater portion of housing and employment back into Ada County. 
Employment increases for several of the smallest communities was reduced to more moderate 
levels and rural housing units were reduced, while compact neighborhood units were increased. 
Efforts were made to further respect Area of Impact boundaries and key multimodal 
transportation corridors. 
Infill Scenario 
This scenario was built on the Corridors concept, relying on more infill and redevelopment 
within the Boise and Garden City area to absorb housing growth rather than rural residential 
development forms. More jobs were also located along the key multimodal transportation 
corridors, resulting in further infill and redevelopment. Only the Trend scenario results in higher 
job and household growth occurring in Ada County. 
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Committee Selection 
The joint technical advisory committees and the policy advisory committees for Communities in 
Motion and Blueprint for Good Growth met on March 1-2, 2005 to review results from the 
remaining six scenarios. The groups narrowed the choices to: 
• Concentrated Mixed-use Corridor Scenario; and  
• Blended Scenario.  
 
These two scenarios will be presented to the COMPASS Board and the Blueprint for Good 
Growth Consortium for preliminary preferred scenarios to go forward for public comment. A 
final decision will be made in April 2005. As further reviews and evaluations are made, the two 
scenarios will be combined into a single land use vision upon which the Communities in Motion 
and Blueprint for Good Growth plans will be based. 
 
Implementation Needs 
Citizens participating in the community workshops, focus groups and other forums have 
continually emphasized the importance of: 
• Developing a plan that can be implemented; and  
• Implementing the plan. 
 
Each of the scenarios introduces the need for distinct implementation strategies addressing the 
factors listed below: 
 
Coordinate growth with availability of adequate capacity.   
Regardless of the preferred scenario, citizens have placed a high priority on coordinating 
development decisions with the availability of adequate infrastructure. This encompasses the 
coordination of land use and capital improvement plans, as well as coordinating development 
approvals with the availability of adequate capacity. The Trend and Workshop Average 
scenarios will introduce a great deal of growth in outlying areas that currently lack many of the 
basic public facilities (e.g., water and wastewater service, emergency services, stormwater 
management facilities), so the approval of these developments will need to be timed and phased 
with the provision of new capital facilities. For the remaining scenarios, existing capacities will 
need to be monitored and new capacity will need to be programmed to ensure that the higher 
densities envisioned in these scenarios can be supported. 
 
Develop standards/procedures to achieve planned development patterns. The preferred 
scenarios envision extensive mixed-use development. However, existing development standards 
only allow mixed use development through a negotiated and somewhat unpredictable process. 
Local regulations should be modified to encourage a better mix of land uses. To ensure that 
today’s mixed uses don’t become tomorrow’s blight, each jurisdiction will need to adopt more 
robust design standards. If the cities and counties are going to adopt more robust design 
regulations, they will need to ensure that they have adequate staff members in place to apply 
those standards in a reasonable fashion. Design standards will need to address greenfield 
development, infill development and transportation improvements to minimize the impact of 
increased traffic on neighborhoods without obstructing emergency vehicles. 
 
Develop equity-based strategies for land preservation areas.   
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Public input suggested that the preferred scenario should envision the retention of agriculture or 
the preservation of floodplains and foothills. To accomplish this, local communities will need to 
adopt equity-based preservation strategies. While zoning can help mitigate the impacts of 
development through better design, zoning alone will not provide equity to the owners of 
property that is sought to be preserved. Transfers or purchase of development rights, 
conservation subdivisions and other preservation strategies will require coordination between 
local governments and careful analysis to ensure that property owners have the reasonable 
prospect of receiving some benefits for preserving private land. 
  
Adopt implementation strategies.   
Over the short term, the Trend scenario requires the least change and thus would be easiest to 
implement. However, to survive recent trends or to implement any of the other scenarios, local 
governments will need to take a specific set of actions necessary to achieve the preferred 
scenario’s objectives. To adopt the implementation strategies, local governments will need to 
invest the resources required to: 
• develop regulations, agreements and other tools; 
• fund capital improvements (e.g., transit, trails and other facilities) 
• maintain and operate public improvements and services; 
• enforce regulations and agreements; and 
• maintain sufficient political support for ongoing implementation and enforcement.

RE: Update on Transportation Studies Coordination Project 
 
Action Requested: 
None.  Information only. 

Background: 
In August 2002, the COMPASS Board created a Transportation Studies Coordination Committee 
to evaluate existing transportation-related studies and recommend a coordination mechanism for 
such studies in the Treasure Valley. The intent of the Transportation Studies Coordination 
project was to establish a single point at which people could obtain information about studies, 
see the possible ramifications of one study on other projects, and research history of other studies 
in the vicinity of a new study. 
 
On May19, 2003, the resolution was passed by the COMPASS Board authorizing COMPASS 
staff to create and maintain the database; for all member organizations, and others who generate 
relevant information, to voluntarily participate; for this database to be used as a research and 
analysis tool before requesting federal aid funding for future studies; for staff to consider the use 
of the database in its analysis of requests for federal aid funding; and for the resolution to be in 
full force and effect immediately.  (See Resolution 05-2003 attached.) 
 
Since May 2003, the Studies Coordination database has not been completed due to software 
limitations and prioritization of other projects.  Studies Coordination has again become priority 
with the COMPASS Board providing adequate funding to prepare a web-based map medium for 
accessing studies data.   
 
The budget for direct expenses was cut from the original FY 2005 Unified Planning Work 
Program (UPWP) and reinstated in Revision 2.  Before funding was reinstated for the direct costs 
of the project, COMPASS staff began compiling information for the textual report.  Staff also 
worked on a sample-mapping program to visually show the projects with links to textual 
information.  The Regional Technical Advisory Committee has recommended staff continue 
work on this project in house.

A draft report of studies is included as an attachment for review and comment.  You will notice 
in the table of projects that there is a color code.  This code matches the colors on the map:  red 
for projects that are complete, green for ongoing projects, and blue for future projects.  Ross 
Dodge will present the sample interactive map during the Board meeting.   
 
We still have the ability to hire a consultant to tie the interactive mapping with TELUS 
(Transportation Economic Land Use System).  The New Jersey Transportation Institute is 
providing technical support for the TELUS program.  A representative from the New Jersey 
Transportation Institute is coming to COMPASS this spring or summer to provide a 
demonstration of the TELUS system, including the web-based version, to COMPASS staff for 
use with the Transportation Improvement Program.  After this presentation, it should be clear if 
TELUS will work for the Studies Coordination project. 
 
During discussions with the Regional Technical Advisory Committee, the following principles 
were recommended regarding the Transportation Studies Coordination project:   
 

1. Include studies regional in nature unless the Regional Technical Advisory makes an 
exception. 

2. Studies will remain on the map and report for five years past the date of adoption. 
3. The Regional Technical Advisory Committee on a monthly basis will provide 

information for review and update. 
4. If TELUS appears to be a feasible alternative for the platform of this project, the 

Regional Technical Advisory Committee will be notified and asked for direction. 
5. The Regional Technical Advisory Committee will continue to provide suggestions to 

make the product function more efficiently. 
6. The Transportation Studies Coordination information can also be provided on a CDROM 

upon request for use in public meetings. 
7. COMPASS will provide the final reports on our website whenever possible. 

 
This information is provided for information and comment only.  However, with the consensus 
of the Board, COMPASS staff will post the map and textual information on the website.
