Chair Judy Peavey-Derr called the meeting to order at 1:37 p.m. 
 
OPEN DISCUSSION/ANNOUNCEMENT 
 
Judy Peavey-Derr announced the annual Leadership Conference in Sun Valley is on April 25-27, 
2004.  Clair Bowman invited the Board to a luncheon before the May 17, 2004, COMPASS 
meeting with William Hudnut who will speak about regional issues.  
 
CONSENT AGENDA 
 
A. Approve February 23, 2004, COMPASS Board Meeting Minutes 
B.  Receive Approved February 4, 2004, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes 
C.  Receive Approved January 9, 2004, Finance Committee Meeting Minutes 
 
Dave Wynkoop moved and Tammy de Weerd seconded approval of the Consent Agenda as 
presented. Motion passed unanimously. 
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ACTION ITEMS 
 
A.  Approve the Travel Demand Forecast Model Policy 
 
Jay Witt presented the Travel Demand Forecast Model Policy for approval. 
 
After discussion, Tammy de Weerd moved and Elaine Clegg seconded approval of the 
Travel Demand Forecast Model Policy with the following changes: correct the typo on 3.2 
of “TMCA” to “TMAC”; revise the language in 4.4 to be consistent with the language on 
the Special Model Run Request form; and revise the language under 6. Dispute Resolution 
to say “member agencies.” Motion passed unanimously. 
 
B. Adopt Demographic Forecast for Use in the Regional Long Range Transportation Plan 
 
Charles Trainor reviewed the demographic forecasts for use in the Regional Long Range 
Transportation Plan. 
 
Rick Yzaguirre moved and Nancy Merrill seconded approval of the demographic forecasts 
for use in the Regional Long-Range Transportation Plan as presented by Charles Trainor 
and grant authority to the Demographic Advisory Committee to approve sub-allocations at 
the traffic analysis zone level.

Elaine Clegg stated she wanted to see the numbers that the allocations would be based on.  Chair 
Peavey-Derr asked for any objections to inserting the numbers in the report to be included 
in the Board packet.  Hearing none, Chair Peavey-Derr so ordered.

C. Approve Memorandum of Understanding with ValleyRide Regarding Metropolitan 

Planning 
 
Charles Trainor reviewed the Memorandum of Understanding with ValleyRide regarding 
metropolitan planning. 
 
After discussion, Bob Flowers moved and Tom Dale seconded approval of the 
Memorandum of Understanding with ValleyRide regarding metropolitan planning as 
presented.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
D. Establish Priorities for Transportation Enhancement Projects 
 
Patricia Nilsson presented five applications from Ada County and one application from Canyon 
County. 
 
After discussion, Dave Eberle moved and Ellen Clegg seconded that the bonus points be 
allocated to projects 1 and 2 under Boise Urbanized Area Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway and 
project 1 under Nampa Urbanized Area Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway.   
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Discussion: 
 
Fred Tilman moved and Gordon Law seconded a substitute motion to allocate the bonus 
points to Project 1 – Boise State University Greenbelt Pathway under the Boise Urbanized 
Area Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway and Project 1 – Caldwell Biking-Walking Trail System 
under the Nampa Urbanized Area Pedestrian/Bicycle Pathway.  Substitute motion passed 
unanimously. 
 
E. Adopt Resolution 02-2004 Approving Revision 2 of the FY2004 Unified Planning Work 

Program and Budget 
 
Clair Bowman reviewed Revision 2 of the FY2004 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget. 
Kelli Fairless said Revenue Adjustment #2 needed to be revised, the 75/25 split is not correct.  It 
is a regional project with regional benefits with $30,000 from the Boise Urbanized Area and 
$170,00 from the Nampa Urbanized Area Federal Transit Administration funds. 
 
Susan Eastlake moved and Tom Dale seconded adoption of Resolution 02-2004 approving 
Revision 2 of the FY2004 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget with the change to 
Revenue Adjustment #2 indicating that the Ada County portion would be $30,000 and the 
Canyon County portion being $170,000 coming from FTA 5307 funds.  Motion passed 
unanimously. 
 
F. Adopt a Schedule, a Process and Assumptions for a Limited Update to Destination 2025 
 
Charles Trainor reviewed the approach, proposed budget and draft timeline for the limited update 
to Destination 2025.  
 
Elaine Clegg requested staff provide a “drop-dead” date that member agencies must get their 
comments to and/or approval of the draft documents to staff before consideration by the Board. 
Judy Peavey-Derr directed staff to insert the first Wednesday of December of 2004 as the “drop 
dead” timeframe.   
 
Phil Kushlan moved and Nancy Merrill seconded approval of the schedule, a process and 
assumptions for a Limited Update to Destination 2025 with modification of the timeframe 
for member agencies to submit comment and/or approval of the plan to staff to be the first 
Wednesday in December 2004.  Motion passed with Ada County members only voting. 
 
G. Approve April 1, 2004, Population Estimates

Chair-Elect Bob Flowers called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m.    

ITEM III-B
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A. Approve February 4, 2004, Executive Committee Meeting Minutes 
 
Dave Wynkoop moved and Nancy Merrill seconded approval of the February 4, 2004, 
Executive Committee meeting minutes as presented.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
B.  Establish March 15, 2004, COMPASS Board Meeting Agenda  
 
Clair Bowman reviewed proposed Agenda Items 1-16 and an additional Item 17 - Adopt 
Proposed Values/Mission Statement. 
 
Garret Nancolas moved and Tom Dale seconded approving Items 1-17 as presented. 
 
Discussion: 
 
After discussion, Garret Nancolas moved and Tom Dale seconded clarification of the 
motion to read, approve Items 1-16 as presented and add Item 17 as an information item 
in March and as an action item in April.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
C.  Establish a Conflict of Interest Policy for Professional Services Contractors 
 
After discussion, Nancy Merrill moved to approve Alternative 2.  Motion died for lack of 
second. 
 
After further discussion, Nancy Merrill moved and Garret Nancolas seconded to adopt 
Alternative 1 - No bid, response to request for proposals or response to a request for 
qualifications submitted to COMPASS may propose to use the services (in whole or in 
part) of: 

1) a person who is elected to public office in any government entity in, from or 
representing residents of Ada or Canyon Counties; or 

2) a person who is an employee (whether full time or less than full time) of any 
government entity located in whole or in part in Ada or Canyon Counties; 

Motion passed unanimously. 
 
D. Discussion of Proposed Change to COMPASS’ Bylaws, Article VI, Section 2 and 3.   
 
Dave Wynkoop moved and Tammy de Weerd seconded approve of the proposed change 
to the COMPASS Bylaws in accordance with staff’s memo of February 13, 2004.  Motion 
passed unanimously. 
 
E. Review Staff’s Initial Suggestions for Updating the Current Long Range 

Transportation Plan for Ada County, Destination 2025 
 
Charles Trainor stated the Regional Technical Advisory Committee is reviewing a minimal 
scope of work for updating the current long-range transportation plan for Ada County, 
Destination 2025, to be completed by December 2004.   Charles said the update would be 
based on Ada County and that Canyon County would be included only as necessary to meet the 
federal requirements, i.e. such as demonstrating that congestion management principals had 
been adhered to in both Ada and Canyon Counties. There may be some consistency issues to 
be addressed.

 He said that the review process would be done in a tighter time frame. The local governments 
would have an opportunity to comment, but there would not be time for each government 
agency to adopt the plan prior to COMPASS Board approval.  Charles stated the abbreviated 
process uses the current plan document as the model and one land use scenario called the trend 
scenario, which would take the new demographic control totals that were approved by the 
COMPASS Board last year and allocate them based on prevalent densities in each community.  
He said that any environmental and financial evaluations would be done at a minimal level.  
Charles said with the Regional Technical Advisory Committee approval, staff would bring the 
abbreviated scope to the Board in March.  The scope would include projects that include 
budgeting or funding within a three to five year period.   He said the earliest completion would 
be by September but certainly by December so that the larger effort, Communities in Motion, 
can be concentrated on and not deter any of the projects being put forth by the members. 
 
Garret Nancolas stressed the key is for staff if member agencies to be kept up to date on the 
process and then it is their responsibility to keep their elected officials current.  He also stated 
he understands that Canyon County would be included in only a minor way. 
 
Dave Wynkoop agreed it appears progress is being made to get the plan updated on time. He 
said the Ada County Highway District has a list of projects that are critical projects, but are not 
regionally significant and not on the current list, so it is critical that those projects get in the 
plan now so that the right-of-way process can be started. He added projects that are federally 
funded could take 10-12 years from start to finish.     
 
Clair asked if there is an option for the Ada County Highway District to remove projects, 
because of the new capital improvement program, that are not going to be worked on for the 
next two to three years, so a simple calculation of the financial restraints can be maintained. 
Clair said that is staff’s only real issue.  Dave replied he thought so, but he does not know what 
all of the ramifications would be.   
 
Charles emphasized that there are things that will not be done. He said public involvement 
would be done, but kept at a minimum. He stated if a project could wait until the next round, 
then wait because if things bog down the December deadline will not be met. 
 
Other 
 
Clair announced Matt Stoll’s reassignment as Deputy Executive Director and Charles Trainor 
is now Planning Director. 
 
Clair recapped the changes in Revision 3 of the FY2004 Unified Planning Work Program and 
Budget.

Garret Nancolas moved and Nancy Merrill seconded to adjourn at 2:30 p.m.  Motion 
passed unanimously.

CALL TO ORDER: 
 
Chair Susan Eastlake called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m. 
  
CONSENT AGENDA 
 
A. Approve January 9, 2004, Finance Committee Meeting Minutes 
 
After general discussion, Chair Eastlake asked for any objection to approving the January 
9, 2004, Finance Committee meeting minutes with a change in wording to Item C. from 
Contingency Fund to Fund Balance.  Hearing none, Chair Eastlake so ordered. 
 

ITEM III-C
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ACTION ITEMS 
 
A. Report on Phase II of the Internal Controls Engagement 
 
Jae Hallett reviewed the final Phase II report. 
 
Financial Reporting: 
 
Jae said that it was agreed dollars would continue to be split between Ada and Canyon Counties.  
Jae reviewed the proposed revised format for the Variance Report, which will reflect the most 
current budget revision.  Explanations will provide a short commentary of any significant 
variance within a task for that reporting period.  
 
Susan Eastlake said if into the second month the commencement date changes add another line 
to indicate the revised date.  Jae suggested showing the original budgeted completion date, as 
well as revised projected completion dates. 
 
Balance Sheet and Income Statement: 
 
Jae reviewed the proposed format for the Balance Sheet and Income Statement.  He said that it 
was agreed that Balance Sheet and Income Statements would be on a quarterly basis and is on an 
accrual basis.   Jae suggested adding a total column to the format of the monthly Variance Report 
that ties back to the Income Statement. 
 
Jae said minor modifications would be made to the memo that accompanies the variance report. 
Jae suggested that the monthly memo be revised to give more detail on tasks that are showing a 
significant variance. And on a quarterly basis the memo would be supplemented with 
commentary on the Balance Sheet and Income Statement. 
 
Accounting controls: 
 
Jae discussed his suggested revisions to the Financial Policy Manual.   
 
Susan asked if there is a provision that if the Executive Director does not provide supporting 
documents for credit card purchases, is there a standard policy for how that is handled.  Clair 
replied that there is not a written policy, but if he does not have a receipt, he writes on the credit 
card bill what the purchase was.  If the charge in question is unidentified, he then writes a 
personal check to the credit card company to cover the costs. Those charges are not run through 
COMPASS.  Jae suggested putting that procedure in writing.     
 
Jae said Clair’s expense reports are approved by the Secretary/Treasurer, not by Jeanne.  Jae 
suggested that Jeanne not sign anymore checks than absolutely necessary and Jeanne keep a list 
of what checks she signs to be reviewed by Secretary/Treasurer.  Jae said the best case would be 
that the Secretary/Treasurer review the canceled checks on a monthly basis, but this may not be 
practical. 
 
Audit Standard on Fraud: 
 
Jae said suggestions made in other areas should insure that the agency will comply next year 
with the new Fraud Audit Standard. 
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Words and Actions: 
 
Jae said it was agreed that requests for staff time from Board members or the public should flow 
through one person internally, Jeanne, and then to Clair to determine how many hours of staff 
time the request would take. Clair will maintain a database of all requests to be reviewed on a 
monthly basis with the Executive Committee.  Jae said a request form will be developed and 
posted on the website.  Jae said staff and the Board members would need to be educated on the 
process that has to be used before information can be provided.  Jae suggested if someone has an 
issue with having to fill out the form, staff could offer to fill out the form and send it back to the 
requestor to verify the requested information.  It was discussed that the form would require a 
Board member to estimate the amount of staff time they anticipate their request will take. 
 
Chair Eastlake asked for any objections to putting the Internal Controls Engagement 
Report on the March 12th Finance Committee agenda for adoption.  Hearing none, Chair 
Eastlake so ordered. 
 
B. Review October 1, 2003 to December 31, 2003 Variance Report: 
 
After general discussion, Chair Eastlake asked if there were any objections to her providing 
an update to the full Board at the monthly meetings regarding the variance reports in lieu 
of including the variance report as part of the Board packet as the Board receives a copy of 
the variance report as part of the Finance Committee mail out.  Hearing none, Chair 
Eastlake so ordered. 
 
A.J. Balukoff noted an error on page 4 under the 900 tasks that reads, “Total Land Use 
Resources,” it should read “Total Operations.” 
 
C. Consider Revision 2 of the FY2004 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget and 

Formulate a Recommendation to the COMPASS Board 
 
Susan Eastlake asked why the legal services are to be increased in Revision 2 from $5,000 to 
$17,000, when only 12% of the budget has been spent to date.  Clair replied the increase is for 
non-lobbying issues, i.e., the Conflict of Interest Policy and Professional Service Agreement 
language, which have not yet been invoiced by Ken McClure. Clair said this increase would 
bring the budget closer to what was actually spent last year.  Susan asked why was only $5,000 
budgeted when last year legal was budgeted at $12,000.  Clair said that was a mistake on his and 
Jeanne’s part. He said they did not go back to the final and readjust based on what was really 
spent last year and what is anticipated this year. AJ said this does not affect the total.  Clair 
replied that was correct. Susan recommended staff provide a full explanation of this action when 
it goes to full Board - a 250% increase is substantial for legal fees. 
 
Clair discussed the $15,000 requested in Item 7 – Underwrite Public Transportation access in the 
event of an Air Quality episode and reduce change in Fund Balance accordingly.  Clair said that 
a year ago COMPASS spent $13,000- $14,000 of direct costs to support free rides on public 
transportation during last summer’s ozone situation.  At that time, the Board asked the 
Department of Environment Quality to develop a response plan for ozone emergencies, but they 
have not come back to us for COMPASS participation.  This is COMPASS staff’s effort to say 
COMPASS has a vested, interest in air quality issues.  
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Susan asked why is there a need to budget for something that may or may not happen.  A.J. said 
it could be designated as a contingency fund in the fund balance rather than being budgeted. 
Hearing no objections, Chair Eastlake directed staff to include a designated contingency 
fund for air quality emergency response in the fund balance. 
 
D. Establish Next Meeting Agenda/Date 
 
After general discussion, Chair Eastlake asked for any objections to Items 1-5, 7-9 as the 
agenda items for the March 12, 2004, Finance Committee meeting.  Item 6 was removed 
from the agenda, as it will be addressed through the Internal Controls Engagement 
process.  Hearing none, Chair Eastlake so ordered.

RE:  Adopt a Membership Dues Structure for FY2005 
 
Action Requested: 
Adopt a membership dues structure for FY2005. 
 
Background: 
FY2004 General Membership dues were assessed as a rate of $0.46 per person within each 
jurisdiction of a General Member. One exception to this rate was that the Ada County Highway 
District paid dues at a rate of 65% of the $0.46. Canyon County highway districts were 
considered to be Special Members and paid a flat rate of dues negotiated with them a year ago. 
 
A number of COMPASS Board members met throughout the summer and fall of 2003 to identify 
a better way to assess dues. The problems, as this committee saw them were: 

1. Paying a dues-per-person rate within each organization made collections substantially 
different between the two counties. The result of this dues structure for FY2004 
generates $1.18 per Ada County resident and only $0.91 per Canyon County resident. 

2. Inconsistent treatment of highway districts in the two counties was undesirable if 
indeed they were to be true partners in the organization. 

 
The committee eventually agreed that all highway districts should be treated as General 
Members and pay dues on the same basis as all other General Members. Committee members 
further agreed that the basis of dues, in order to attain greater equity between the two counties, 
should be a set rate per person, allocated in some fair manner to individual jurisdictions. 
 
The committee reviewed half a dozen alternatives to implement these two standards, agreeing 
only that the two principles were still the right ones to implement. No final decision was made on 
FY2005 dues.

Status: 
The attached spreadsheet represents the product of staff’s efforts over the past several months to 
implement the dues committee’s two major principles.  It shows FY2004 dues and the inequity 
that exists in the dues collected per person in the two counties on the $0.46 per person structure. 
It then shows calculated FY2005 dues, using assumptions identified at the top of the spreadsheet.  
 
There are several non-trivial impacts on COMPASS members. In Ada County, the total amount 
collected with the new structure is almost identical to that collected in FY2004. However, the 
distribution of that amount within the county affects the Ada County Highway District much 
more than any other agency. This is, in part, an expected result of changing from a 65% rate to a 
100% rate. Likewise, in Canyon County, highway districts’ dues increase more (on a percentage 
basis) than any other agencies’ dues.  
 
I met, at the invitation of the Association of Canyon County Highway Districts, with 
representatives of all four Canyon highway districts, Canyon County and the cities of Nampa and 
Caldwell to review the calculated FY2005 dues. Ultimately, all agreed that Canyon County, 
Nampa and Caldwell would pick up a portion of the highway districts’ increase for one year as a 
supportive gesture to facilitate the highway districts coming up to full participation in FY2006.  
 
The results of this agreement show up in the Proposed FY2005 Dues column. Staff requests that 
the Finance Committee and Board concur with this schedule for FY2005 and that staff be 
directed to distribute this information promptly to all General Members for their use in preparing 
their FY2005 budgets. 
 
Please note that both of the changes incorporated in this proposal [a) treating all highway 
districts as General Members; and b) applying a total-dues-per-person formula] will require 
modification of the Joint Powers Agreement and Bylaws to memorialize them in organizational 
documents.

Section 2. Amendment. These Bylaws may be amended or repealed and replaced by the 
adoption of such new bylaws as may be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the 
Board at any regular meeting provided, however, that such amendment(s) shall 
be introduced at one regular meeting of the Board and may not be voted upon 
before the next subsequent regular meeting of the Board. 

 
The COMPASS Bylaws further establish Executive Committee membership as follows: 

ARTICLE VI. 
STANDING COMMITTEES 

 Section 2. Executive Committee: 
B. Membership. The Executive Committee shall be composed of the following 

Voting Directors: 
1. All four Board Officers; 
2. The mayor of each General Member that is an incorporated city 

with a current population greater than 25,000 according to the 
most recent population estimates adopted by the Board; 

3. The chair of each county commission; 
4. The president of each single county-wide highway district 

commission; and 
5. Two (2) mayors of General Members who are incorporated cities 

with a current population of 25,000 or fewer according to the most 
recent population estimates adopted by the Board and who shall 
annually be selected by the representatives of the cities who fit into 
that classification, provided, however, that the total number of 
mayors on the Executive Committee from this grouping of smaller 
cities shall not exceed two (2).

Section 2.B.5 is shown as amended on January 26, 2004. Its adoption prompted suggestions for 
additional change, specifically that similar language be taken to the Executive Committee 
regarding county commissioners. Staff did so, prompting a direction to staff: Modify Section 2.B 
so that the addition to 2.B.5 applies to Sections 2.B.2, 2.B.3 and 2.B.4 as well. 
 
In a separate discussion, staff raised the question of the persistence of non-functioning “other 
standing committees” in Section 3. Again, Executive Committee direction was to bring back a 
formal suggestion for modification. 
 
Status: 
The following modification to Article VI Section 2 was presented to the Executive Committee on 
February 25 for its consideration. It adds a section 2.B.6 to eliminate the potential for two 
representatives from any one larger city (Section 2.B.2), county commission (Section 2.B.3) or 
single county-wide highway district (Section 2.B.4) to serve simultaneously on the Executive 
Committee: 
 

6. Notwithstanding Sections 2.B.2 through 2.B.4, there shall be no more than one 
Voting Director on the Executive Committee from any member agency. 

 
Eliminating non-functioning Other Standing Committees from Article VI Section 3 is 
accomplished by the following action: 
 Delete the following subsections from Article VI Section 3: 
  Article VI Section 3.A.1 Emergency Management Committee 
  Article VI Section 3.A.2 Land Use Committee 
  Article VI Section 3.A.3 Transportation/Air Quality Committee 
  Article VI Section 3.A.4 Water Committee 
  Article VI Section 3.A.6 Citizens Advisory Committee 
  Article VI Section 3.A.9 Local Emergency Committee 
   
The Executive Committee concurred with this proposal and directed that it be presented to the 
Board for adoption. It was placed on the March 15 agenda as an Executive Director Report item 
announcing the Committee’s intention to propose a Bylaws amendment at the April meeting. It is 
now ready for final action.

Action Requested: 
Approve preliminary project lists for FY2005-2009 Northern Ada County and Nampa Urbanized Area 
Transportation Improvement Programs, including the priority list of Surface Transportation Program – 
Urban projects. 
 
Background: 
The Transportation Improvement Program is a short-range (5-year) capital improvement document that 
is updated annually. This document establishes the priority order for implementing projects from the 
Long Range Transportation Plan.  The U.S. Department of Transportation requires all projects in the 
Transportation Improvement Program be derived from an approved Long Range Transportation Plan 
(Destination 2025, in Ada County and Moving People:  2025 in Canyon County), meet the requirement 
of air quality conformity in non-attainment and maintenance areas (in Ada County), and be financially 
constrained.  
 
The Transportation Improvement Program must be endorsed by the Community Planning Association 
Board of Directors for submittal and inclusion in its statewide counterpart, known as the Statewide 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). This occurs in two phases: a preliminary phase submitted 
in April followed by opportunities for public comment; then a final phase submitted in August for 
inclusion in the final Statewide Transportation Improvement Program. The final submittal is subject to 
all applicable federal requirements. 
 
Status: 
Attached is a list of projects for inclusion in the Preliminary FY 2005-2009 Northern Ada County and 
Nampa Urbanized Area Transportation Improvement Programs (Attachments 1 and 2). The list includes 
all federally funded transportation projects in the Northern Ada County and Nampa Urbanized Areas. 
 
New projects proposed for funding from the Surface Transportation Program-Urban were prioritized by 
subcommittees of the Regional Technical Advisory Committee (RTAC) and recommended for approval

by the Regional Technical Advisory Committee in February (Attachment 3) (Note:  Since the RTAC 
meeting, Nampa withdrew a project from consideration, and the subcommittee met and revised the 
rankings accordingly).  The priority order shown is a result of applying criteria adopted by COMPASS 
to guide this process.  Four projects in Ada County and 10 projects in Canyon County were ranked.   
 
To assist in highlighting the changes to the existing Transportation Improvement Program, each project 
has been labeled as either Same, Modified, or Proposed: 
 

Same.  The term “same” means the project is carried over from last year’s Transportation 
Improvement Program.  

 
Modified.  The term “modified” means the project is carried over from last year’s Transportation 
Improvement Program with some changes to its scope, year of construction, or cost. 

 
Proposed.  The term “proposed” means the project is proposed for funding under the indicated 
funding source. Unlike the two above categories, these projects have not yet been earmarked for 
receiving funds. For example, all of the Enhancements Program projects are still included until 
the Idaho Transportation Department makes the final decision on the applications for  FY2007 
funding on May 20.  Likewise, the projects proposed for Surface Transportation Program –Urban 
funding are included until the results of the April 28 Urban Balancing Committee meeting are 
known.  If project funding is identified at the Urban Balancing Committee meeting, the project 
will be listed in Preliminary Development (PD) unless a concept report has been completed and 
approved by the Idaho Transportation Department. 

 
In addition, six projects totaling $174 million in discretionary funding have been identified and they are 
shown at the end of the project list.  
 
A summary of allocations by funding category is shown in Attachment 4.  While the final numbers will 
be determined later after financial constraints are known, it is significant to note that the total cost of 
preliminary list totals $482 million, of which approximately 60% represents the discretionary funded 
projects. 
   
The subsequent steps in developing the final Transportation Improvement Program include the 
following: 
 

• Balancing committees will meet during the week of April 26 to allocate Surface 
Transportation Program – Transportation Management Area funds and Surface 
Transportation Program – Urban funds to projects within Idaho.  

• On May 20, the Idaho Transportation Department will approve Enhancement program 
project for funding in FY2007 and Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality projects for 
funding in FY2006 and FY2007.  Any Ada or Canyon County projects will be included 
in the final project list for the FY2005-FY2009 Transportation Improvement Program. 

• At the June 21 COMPASS Board meeting, staff will present the draft FY2005-2009 
Transportation Improvement Programs that will be advertised for public comment and 
review for air quality conformity.  The public comment period is currently scheduled for 
July 7 – August 2, and will be scheduled earlier if the air quality conformity review is 
completed ahead of schedule. 



 

 

 
 
Lastly, COMPASS staff seeks comments on a revised format for providing Transportation Improvement 
Program project and funding category information (Attachment 5). Rather than the existing alphabetized 
project list, the revised format is organized by funding category, within which specific projects are listed 
alphabetically.  The format also displays funding by year for each project, so that multi-year project 
information can be found in a single project description.  This format also allows for a summary by 
funding category by year at the end of each subsection, making it easier to identify projects that may be 
positioned to move up in the Transportation Improvement Program should other projects be modified or 
slip. Also, the new format aligns with the existing format of the State Transportation Improvement 
Program prepared by the Idaho Transportation Department. 
 
We encourage you to contact staff prior to the Board meeting if you have any questions on the 
preliminary Transportation Improvement Program.

Action Requested: 
Review the Transportation Improvement Program protocol and procedures manual.  Provide staff 
guidance on whether formal Board approval is desired.  (Note: The 40-page manual is available 
for review on the COMPASS website at:

Background: 
Every year COMPASS solicits projects for the annual Transportation Improvement Program and 
shepherds them through the review and approval process.  As a service to its member agencies, 
COMPASS staff has prepared a Transportation Improvement Program manual that explains the 
basic procedures for project solicitation, evaluation, approval, and tracking. The guidebook will 
function as the reference book for the Transportation Improvement Program and includes all 
relevant material, such as the federal regulations, Transportation Enhancement evaluation 
criteria, and the currently adopted definition of a “regionally significant” project. 
 
Status:  
One small but significant improvement to the Transportation Improvement Program is proposed.  
COMPASS staff has developed a standard form for proposed projects.  The current open format 
for submitting proposed projects has resulted in incomplete and inconsistent project information, 
and results in COMPASS staff spending many hours tracking down basic information such as 
project cost estimates and detailed project location descriptions.  COMPASS staff is committed 
to providing assistance to member agencies during the summer and fall of each year as new 
projects are developed. 
 
In addition, COMPASS will keep the guidebook current through regular updates as needed to 
reflect statutory, policy or administrative amendments and to include the annual calendar of 
deadlines.  Staff is proposing to maintain the manual on the COMPASS web site so that the 
information and forms are readily available to member agencies and the public.

The Regional Technical Advisory Committee at their March 24 meeting recommended approval 
of the manual to the COMPASS Board.  They conducted a thorough review of the draft and 
made only minor amendments to improve readability.  One outcome of their meeting was a 
suggestion to schedule a mid-year update on the Transportation Improvement Program with member 
agencies’ transportation task forces.  A mid-year meeting can be used to introduce the new manual 
and to provide transportation agencies an opportunity to provide information on projects within the 
current Transportation Improvement Program.
