Discussion

Dave Bieter asked for the record, if the growth scenarios that are being devel oped, would include
scenarios that bring the land use components together in the way the Freilich effort anticipates
and not just the present land use pattern. Clair replied that is a correct assumption. Dave asked if
after those assumptions are built in, would the Freilich effort come forward with their end result,
which would then be incorporated into the Communitiesin Motion final analysis and work?
Charles Trainor replied technically the two procedures would be working together within Ada
County. He said there would not be a separate process for Freilich in land development or for
Communities in Motion. Instead it will be ateam effort working together to develop one set of
scenarios. Clair added that the Freilich team, the Ada Guide Plan team, would be the lead on the
land use scenario development process in Ada County; the Fregonese/Calthorpe team, the
Communities in Motion team, would be the lead in Canyon; both would participate in each
others efforts. Ultimately, of course, the COMPASS Board will have the final say on
Communitiesin Motion.

Dave Wynkoop encouraged all Board members to evaluate the proposed tasks to see if they are
consistent with the COMPASS Mission Statement approved at the June 21, 2004, COMPASS
Board meeting. He stated the Ada County Highway District Commissioners continueto feel itis
inappropriate to use Surface Transportation Program — Urban funds to fund planning and
salaries. He said the Ada County Highway District believes those are road construction dollars
that should be used on the roadway system. He said he thought there was going to be a weaning
away from using them for planning, but he does not see that in this proposed budget.

Elaine Clegg stated for the record that she disagrees that Surface Transportation Program —
Urban funds should only be used for construction. She said these are the only federal funds that
are available for flexible use and the mission of COMPASS isto plan not build the roads.
Vice-Chair de Weerd asked for any objectionsto having Board members submit further
guestions and commentsto COM PASS staff as soon as possible. Hearing none, Vice-Chair
deWeerd so ordered. Matt Stoll stated he would forward all comments and questions to the
Board.

Counties.

Background:
There are two separate functional classification maps for Ada County. The federal government requires

a 10-year functional classification map in order to determine qualifications for funding and funding type.
COMPASS and member agencies use a 20 to 25-year functional classification map for planning
purposes. Although the federal government does not require this 20 to 25-year map, it is a popular tool
for transportation planning purposes.

The major difference between the federal maps and the planning maps are that the federal maps show
classifications for proposed roadways that are expected to be built out by the year 2010. The planning
maps show classifications for proposed roadways with build-out expected through at least the year 2030.

The Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) works in conjunction with the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) to approve the functional classification of roadways throughout the State of
Idaho. 1TD requested that the functional classification map with a horizon of 2010 be updated for the
rural aress.

This process was started about a year ago with H1e Functional Classification maps for the Boise and
Nampa Urbanized Areas. The Urbanized Area~maps were approved by ITD and FHWA. ITD, Ada
County Highway District (ACHD) an%the City of Kunaworked together to produce the Kuna Urban
Areaclassifications. The Urban Area~map was approved aswell. The reason that the process has taken

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so long is because after the Urbanized and Urban areas were approved, I TD requested COMPASS to
provide GIS staff support to create the maps. The maps had to be “rebuilt” by COMPASS' GIS
department.

Status:
COMPASS staff has reviewed the original Federal 2010 Functional Classification map for rural
Northern Ada and Canyon Counties and held meetings with the jurisdictional agenciesin therural areas
(highway districts, rural cities, and counties). Appropriate changes were made. The maps represent all
functional classificationsin Northern Ada and Canyon Counties including the Urbanized and Urban
areas for continuity; however, consideration for approval is only for the rural area. The Regional
Technical Advisory Committee has recommended this map to the Board for approval. The maps can be
viewed on the COMPASS website:

The Regional Technical Advisory Committee has approved these maps and no public comments were
received on either map.

ACHD will not make these
changes until ACHD staff has the opportunity to meet with the City to discuss these issues further.

During the process of updating the Federal 2010 Functional Classification maps, many changes were
identified that affect the 20 to 25-year planning map.

Adopt Resolution 8-2004 Approving the Final FY 2005-2009 Nampa Urbanized Area
Transportation Improvement Program and Resolution 9-2004 Approving the Air Quality

Transportation Improvement Program.

Backaround:
Urbanized Areas with Metropolitan Planning Organizations are required to develop a

Transportation Improvement Program as a condition of receiving federal funds for their
transportation projects. The Transportation Improvement Program is a short-range (5-year)
capital improvement budget that is updated annually. The document establishes the priority order
for implementing projects from a Long Range Transportation Plan. The U.S. Department of
Transportation requires all projects in the Transportation Improvement Program be consistent
with an approved Long Range Transportation Plan and be financially constrained.

Status:

* InApril 2004 the Board approved the Preliminary FY 2005-2009 Northern Ada County and
Nampa Urbanized Area Transportation Improvement Programs.
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In June 2004 the Board reviewed the draft project lists for the FY 2005-2009 Northern Ada
County and Nampa Urbanized Areas Transportation Improvement Programs prior to the
public comment period.

A 30-day public comment period was provided from July 7 through August 5 and a public
open house was conducted on July 14. Forty-one people attended the open house. At the
time of this memorandum, 21 comments were received (see Attachment 4). All comments
were in support of the Ten Mile Interchange, and some further expressed support for the
Access Study and the related 1-84 Environmental Study. Staff will provide any additional
comments received by the end of the comment period at the August COMPASS Board
meeting.

The FY 2005-2009 Northern Ada County Transportation Improvement Program was
reviewed by COMPASS for air quality conformity as required by federal law. Transportation
conformity is demonstrated when a nonattainment or maintenance area can show, within the
applicable guidelines and regulations, that planned transportation projectslisted in a
transportation program or plan will not cause or contribute to exceedances of the
Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’s) health based air quality standards. A finding of
nonconformance of atransportation improvement program or plan would prevent the
implementation of certain federally funded and/or regionally significant transportation
projects in the Transportation Improvement Program. The Northern Ada County PM10
Maintenance Plan and Redesignation Request contains motor vehicle emissions budgets for
three pollutants. coarse particulate matter (PM10), oxides of nitrogen (NOx), and volatile
organic compounds (VOCs). Emissions budget tests, as required by 40 CFR 93.118,
demonstrate conformity of the FY 2005-2009 Northern Ada County Transportation
Improvement Program through the year 2025.

Two significant project changes since the Board' s last review of these projects in June 2004
include:

1) The State Highway 55 widening at the Junction of 1-84 westbound off ramp to
Franklin Road. The project, while not federally funded, has been determined by the
Interagency Coordinating Committee to be regionally significant. It is not currently
identified in the regional long-range transportation plan, so it is being deferred until
after the adoption of the Destination 2030 Limited Plan Update in December 2004.
The Board will see an amendment to the Transportation Improvement Program
shortly thereafter to add the project. This process will not interfere with the Idaho
Transportation Department’ s timing for beginning preliminary engineering of the
project.

2) Inthe Nampa Urbanized Area, the City of Nampa has requested to remove the signal
project at Midland Boulevard and Orchard Avenue and replace it with asignal project
at Southside Boulevard and Greenhurst Road.

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The development of the Transportation Improvement Programs has been coordinated with all
project sponsors.

The Regional Technical Advisory Committee reviewed and recommended the adoption of
the document to the COMPASS Board. In addition to the two project changes described
above, the Regional Technical Advisory Committee also recommended that COMPASS staff
coordinate review of CanAda Road by affected highway districts and local governments to
determine what projects may be necessary to be added to the Transportation Improvement
Program.

The FY 2005-2009 Transportation Improvement Programs represent an investment of
$307,167,158 (including projects in Preliminary Development), with an additional
$145,000,000 proposed for discretionary funding.

For the FY 2005-2009 Transportation Improvement Programs, including projectsin
Preliminary Development, 17.33% of fundsin Northern Ada County and 6.12% of fundsin
the Nampa Urbanized Area are alocated to alternative modes of transportation. (Attachment

1) Origina memorandum dated July 8, 2004 describing development process and assumptions for
the proposed FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget.

2) Final FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget.

3) Resolution 07-2004 stating the Board approval of the FY 2005 Unified Work Program and
Budget.

Status:
The proposed FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget has been modified since the July
2004 Board meeting as follows:

1) Inclusion of “Other Transportation Planning Studiesin the Treasure Valley” section describing
significant transportation projects occurring in the Treasure Valley regardless of funding source
or implementing organization. This element is required under federal regulations and provides
the Board and public with a complete picture of the transportation planning activities occurring
in the area.
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2) Removal of $2,258 in local membership dues funding Work Program Numbers 610 (SH-44
Corridor Preservation Study), 611 (US 20/26 Corridor Preservation Study), and 612 (Middleton
Road Connections Study). Professiona Services categories for each of these work program
numbers were reduced to account for the removal of local membership dues. Thelocal
membership dues were moved to the “ Change in Fund Balance” category. These funds will be
used to offset any potential loss in revenue resulting from FY 2004 Special Members opting out
of membership in FY 2005.

A revision of the FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget will be necessary at the
November 2004 Board meeting to reflect funding changes in the projected revenue carryover from
FY2004. This“truing up” process will impact projected revenue for “COMPASS Revenue’ and “ Pass
Through Revenue.”

Staff will review any questions or comments submitted regarding the work program and budget at the
Board meeting and be available to respond to any further questions. Ultimately, Staff will request that
the Board adopt Resolution 07-2004 approving the Final FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and
Budget. Staff requests that the Board includes in this adoption process a specific direction to reinstate
through awork program and budget amendment the revenues and expenses associated with the “cuts’
identified in the original memorandum dated July 8, 2004 (Attachment I) should reauthorization of the
transportation bill allow it during FY2005. The reinstatement of these revenues and expenses will
ensure the agency’ s ability to fulfill its specified mission.

Action Requested:
None. Review the Preliminary FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget.

Backaround:
Annually, Staff prepares a preliminary work program and budget in the spring for review and formal

adoption by the Board at its August meeting. Thistiming is chosen so the budget is adopted before staff
applies for anticipated federal grants. This year, the Executive Committee approved a process and
schedul e that incorporates the Regional Technical Advisory, Finance, and Executive Committees before
formal presentation to the Board at its July 2004 meeting. A set of guiding planning factors and project-
based work program and budget structure were reviewed and approved by the Regional Technical
Advisory Committee and Executive Committee at their respective March 2004 and April 2004 meetings.

Staff prepared a preliminary work program and budget for review and comment by the Regional
Technical Advisory Committee at its June 9, 2004 meeting. The Regiona Technical Advisory
Committee recommended the preliminary work program and budget to the Executive Committee with a
desire to see agreater anaysis of public involvement with areport of estimated staff time and other
expenses. Staff will provide such information and cost details upon successful negotiation of
professional services agreements for Communities in Motion and the corridor preservation studies.

The Preliminary FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget was presented to the Finance
Committee at its June 21, 2004 meeting for their input. The Finance Committee recommended the
preliminary work program and budget to the Executive Committee for its consideration at its June 2004
meeting. The Finance Committee specifically recommended that the Board consider converting any
savings from projected medical cost increases to staff merit increases up to 3%. Staff did not present the
preliminary work program and budget to the Executive Committee due to the lack of quorum.

Status:

Staff, based upon al the prior discussions and direction, has prepared this memorandum and its
attachments. It isintended to summarize the prior discussions and directions, offer explanations for the
format of the work program and review the financial assumptions embedded in the budget.

WORK PROGRAM NUMBERS

The FY 2005 Work Program and Budget focuses on fulfilling the agency’ s core mission of transportation
planning as the Metropolitan Planning Organization for Ada and Canyon counties. Work tasks are
grouped into five broad categories:

. 200 series: unique tracking for each pass-through agreement.

. 600 series. Projects - Allocation of staff time and resources to a COMPASS led effort with a
specific schedule and product.

. 700 series. General Membership Services - Allocation of staff time and resources to provide
support for member agencies on specific projects and for non-specific, ongoing services.

. 800 series. System Maintenance - Allocation of staff time and resources for ongoing
maintenance activities of necessary tools or systems.

. 900 series: Indirect/Overhead — Allocation of staff time and resources for ongoing activities

not directly charged to a specific grant.

REVENUE UNCERTAINTY

Revenue to support the FY 2005 work program remainsin agreat state of uncertainty. Reauthorization of
Congress' Surface Transportation Program has not occurred to date. The Surface Transportation
Program has been funded over the past year through a series of continuing resolutions that maintain
current funding levels for the consolidated planning grant for metropolitan planning organizations. Final
action on reauthorizing billsin 1991 and 1997 came several months after the start of the fiscal years.
Given the reauthorization delay and federal office election year cycle, similar timing may be the best we
can hope for this year.

The impact of reauthorization upon COMPASS' Consolidated Planning Grant could be significant. The
Administration’s, House' s, and Senate’ s recommendations would respectively result in increases of
approximately $68,964, $113,516, and $679,874 for the consolidated planning grant. The Idaho
Transportation Department is building its State Fiscal Y ear 2006 budget based upon a reauthorization
funding level that is the average of the Senate and Administration bills. Such afunding level would
result in an increase of the consolidated planning grant of $374,724. Reauthorization could have a
significant impact upon COMPASS' sources of revenue to complete its Board defined mission.

Planning Factor Matrix - The set of planning factors guiding the development of the Preliminary
FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget.

Indirect/Overhead.

Revenue and Expense Summary — a one-page summary of all revenues and expenses proposed for
FY 2005.

Revenue By Funding Source — a one page detailed report of all revenues broken down by county and
region.

Expenses By Work Program Number and Funding Source — four one-page (legal size) spreadsheets, one
each for Ada and Canyon counties, one for regional projects, and one for both counties and regional
projects combined.
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Change in Fund Balance — a one-page review of major summations leading to the change in fund
balance, broken down by county and regional projects and compared to the most recently adopted
FY 2004 work program and budget.

Direct Expense Summary — a one-page spreadsheet showing all categories of direct expenses with
budgeted amounts for each category broken down by work program number.

Indirect Operations and Maintenance Expense Summary — a one-page spreadsheet showing detail for
indirect expenses.

Workday Allocation— a one-page spreadsheet showing the number of workdays by position
classification and how they are spread across all work program tasks.

ASSUMPTIONS
| have listed below revenue and expense assumptions that were used to fashion the FY 2005 proposed
budget.

Revenue Assumptions:

1 FY 2005 dues for General Members are based on a dues structure and a maximum rate of
$1.10 per resident applied to April 1, 2004 popul ation estimates adopted by the Board on
March 15, 2004 and according to COMPASS Bylaws. The Board adopted the dues structure
for Genera Members with a maximum rate of $1.10 per resident on April 19, 2004.

2 FY 2005 dues for Special Members are based upon a structure of 1% of overall General
Membership dues for each Special Member. The Finance Committee at its May 14, 2004
meeting recommended such a structure. The Board will consider the Finance Committee's
recommendation at its June 21, 2004 meeting.

3 All of the FY2004 Consolidated Planning Grant funds from both Ada and Canyon counties
will be fully expended. Preliminary FY 2005 amounts reflect Staff’ s current best estimate of
the new FY 2005 funds, pending final Congressional action on an FY 2005 reauthorization.

4 A total of $305,778 in Surface Transportation Program-Urban fundsisincluded in the
revenue estimates as the amount supported “ off-the-top” by the Board for transportation
planning efforts. The Ada County portion of this amount is shown as“STP TMA —Key
#8468, FY 05 Ada;” the Canyon County portion is shown as “ STP Urban — Key #9207, FY 05
Canyon”.

5 A total of $1,684,390 in Federal Transit Administration 5307, Surface Transportation
Program-Urban, Surface Transportation Program-State, City of Nampa local match, and
State funds will carry over to support contractual commitments for the mode choice model
development, regional long range transportation plan, SH-44 Corridor Study, US 20/26
Corridor Study, and Middleton Connections Concept Report.

6 A total of $603,830 in Surface Transportation Program-State funds (STP State — Key #7826)
and ITD-local match isincluded as additional revenue to support contractual obligations and
project management for the US 20/26 Corridor Study.

7 A total of $1,103,990 in Surface Transportation Program-State funds (STP State — Key
#7827) and ITD-local match isincluded as additional revenue to support contractual
obligations and project management for the SH-44 Corridor Study.

8 A total of $4,000 in revenue from the City of Middleton isincluded to fund travel demand
modeling support for Work Program Number 723, Middleton Circulation Plan.

9 A total of $57,000 in local fundswill be carried over for match.

10 A total of $20,000 in orthophotography sales for Ada County is estimated for FY 2005.
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11 A total of $50,000 in prior year Ada County orthophotography sales less expenses will be
carried over to be reserved for future fly-overs or other work on Ada County
orthophotography as recommended by the GIS Advisory Board.

Expense Assumptions:

12 The salary pool represents 19.7 staff members, each paid for twelve months at their current
rate of pay without a merit increase for FY2005. The fringe rate has been increased
anticipating a 25% increase in medical costs. The salary contingency has been increased to
address an anticipated increase in overtime claimed by eligible staff. The sick time trade
stayed the same.

COMMITMENTS

| balanced the Preliminary FY 2005 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget based upon known
revenue sources. Such an action follows the precedent set by the Board during the development of the
FY 2004 Unified Planning Work Program and Budget. In order to balance the Staff’ s recommended
expenditures to known revenue, it was necessary for $257,824 in overall expenses and a proposed 2%
merit increase to be removed from the proposed budget. The specifics of this budgeting action are
shown in Attachment 1. My guiding philosophy in this balancing process was to protect staff, to
address anticipated medical insurance premium increases, and to meet contractual commitments to the
regional long-range transportation plan and the various corridor studies. The result is a bare bones
budget that reduces or removes staff flexibility, equipment improvements, community education
outreach efforts, and lobbying capabilities.

| will request the Board reinstate through awork program and budget amendment the revenues and
expenses associated with the “cuts’ identified in Attachment 11 should reauthorization of the
transportation bill occur during FY 2005. The reinstatement of these revenues and expenses will ensure
the agency’ s ability to fulfill its specified mission.
