Action Requested: 
Review staff analysis of the Regional Transportation Task Force report. 
 
Background: 
The Regional Transportation Task Force (Task Force), a group of Treasure Valley business leaders, 
reviewed and developed recommendation regarding the Valley’s transportation system during an 18 
month period.  Kirk Sullivan and Jerry Hess, as the Task Force co-chairs, presented to the COMPASS 
Board at its July 2004 meeting a report detailing their findings and recommendations.  The Board 
directed staff to evaluate the report and present their findings to the Executive Committee.   
 
The report identified the importance of a functioning transportation infrastructure in developing and 
sustaining a healthy economy for the Treasure Valley.  The Task Force identified significant concern 
regarding the planning and implementation of the Treasure Valley transportation system (roadway and 
public transportation).  The staff analysis is attached to this memorandum.  In their review of the report, 
staff identified the following four common themes: 
 

1. Lack of communication between agencies; 
2. Duplication of effort; 
3. Better use of funds; and 
4. Lack of education, public relations, and general outreach. 

 
Additional comments and recommendations by various subcommittees regarding specific projects, 
funding mechanisms, and public transportation were presented in the report.
