® Serve as a catalyst and organizer of
planned downtown development

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Through further technical
analysis and consideration
of public input, the project
team adopted Alternative
C as the preferred system
plan.
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Alignment Alternatives \

Within Alternative C, two alignments are

being considered. One will be selected:
e Main, Idaho Couplet
e Main, Idaho/Idaho, Bannock Couplet

The alignment will:

® Provide service to the multimodal center
® (onnect several major downtown destinations
e Support planned development opportunities
o Attract ndership

® Be expandable into the full system plan

® Have access to an operations and
maintenance facility

Future extensions of the circulator may
include service to other major downtown
destinations.
